1.  Market goats may be either wethers or does.  Can be disbudded or tipped and must conform to USDA 
Scrapie regulations. 

2.  Dress code:  Long black pants, white shirts, black ties, and 4-H or FFA patch. 

3.  Market goats must have current CD&T vaccinations and have had no medications 30 days prior to fair.   

4.  All 4-H and FFA goat projects are to compete in showmanship. 

5.  Does shown as market goats may not be registered or shown in any other class. 

4-H and FFA Breeding Meat Does

1.  All meat does must conform to USDA Scrapie regulations to be allowed on the fairgrounds.   

2.  Meat does may have horns and should not have a full-body clip. 

3.  Breeding meat does may be percentage, purebred, or full-blood, and of any meat breed and all will be 
shown together. 

4.  Any doe shown as a meat doe cannot be shown in any other class (dairy, pygmy, etc). 

5.  Dress code:  Long black pants, white shirts, black ties, and 4-H or FFA patch. 

6.  Must compete in showmanship class. 

7.  All horned does must be shown with a show collar. 

8.  Goat ages are to be computed as the age it will be on the day of the show. 

9.  No pen-ups allowed:  all goats on the grounds must be shown.  Only exception will be a doe nursing a 
show kid or a show doe with unweaned kids. 

10.  Junior bucks may have horns and should not be body clipped.  Must not be over 6 months old day of 
show.
